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 “All Breed Rescue Network is a non-profi t 
coalition of groups and individuals dedicated 
to purebred dog rescue and breed education.” 
One of our best venues to further this, our mis-
sion, is the annual ABRN 
Rescue Dog Parade, spon-
sored by the Plum Creek 
Kennel Club. The Parade 
was Saturday, February 
17th.  Many wonderful 
dogs and their families 
participated, viewed by a 
large, appreciative crowd 
of dog lovers.

The Parade was narrated 
by the always well-pre-
pared Ted Terroux, an 
experienced dog trainer, 
behavior consultant, and 
Canine Good Citizen evaluator. He was ably 
assisted for the second year in a row by well-
known on-air radio personality, Jackie Selby, 
who is also co-producer of Martini on the 
Rockies, Denver radio’s “most cosmopolitan 
mix of music” at 101.5 FM.
 
Over 150 parade programs were distributed to 
an audience who had the pleasure of watching 
24 dogs parade in center ring. One parade par-
ticipant was inadvertently left out of the parade 
program, but her owner, ABRN board member 

and Vice-President, Karen Brown, did a great job 
of telling her dog’s story to the audience. “Annie 
Oakley” is a Boston Bull Terrier, so named be-
cause she was rescued by Karen in Oklahoma 
while Karen was doing her other job of rescuing 
four Bouvier puppies.

Annie was found running down the 
shoulder of the Interstate with worn-
down pads, very thin, and suffering 
with fl eas and ticks. When Karen 
inquired at the nearby rest stop if 
anyone knew the owner of this 6-
month-old puppy, she overheard 
one woman declare, “I would never 
take her. She’s ugly and looks too 
much like a pit-bull.” As Karen stat-
ed,  “Pit-bull...ugly? We knew she 
was in trouble.” So Karen brought 
her back to Colorado to her some-
what disgruntled husband, and the 
rest was history. She is now called 

Princess Annie in her home with the Browns and 
“she surveys her kingdom from the lap of the 
disgruntled one!”

There was a 6 ½ -year-old old Bouvier de Flan-
dres in the parade with a link to Karen Brown, as 
well. She was adopted by a family who had wait-
ed almost 13 years for the perfect dog for them. 
“Coal” fi t that bill, when at aged 3 she came to 
her family through Bouvier Rescue, full of pep 
and energy and ready to guard her fl ock of hu-
mans.

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other dogs in the parade who also had 
not lost their zest for life despite having 
suffered the loss of limbs, were: “Tut”, 
a 10-year-old Basenji who lost his rear 
leg to cancer, “Skippy”, a Fox Terrier 
who had been severely injured when his 
leg got trapped under the mesh wire of 
his crate and he was attacked from be-
low by another dog, and  “Dare” a 1-
year-old, Shetland Sheepdog who had 
lost TWO legs, both on the same side, 
from injuries infl icted at a disreputable 
breeder’s. Dare is currently in the pro-
cess of having an implant made so he 
can have a permanent front leg. The au-
dience was amazed at the dogs’ courage 
and the dedication of the rescue groups’ 
efforts which found them loving, perma-
nent homes.  

“Kiesha”, of Keeshond Rescue, par-
ticipated in the parade not only because 
she is a beautiful 5 ½-year-old girl,  but 
also because Keeshond Rescue wanted 
to remind the 
audience of how 
many dogs are 
still in rescues 
waiting to be ad-
opted. Original-
ly, Kiesha was 
aggressive with 
o t h e r  f e m a l e 
dogs and didn’t 
like cats. Happi-
ly, since she has 
been in rescue, 
she had begun to 
adapt nicely to 
other dogs and 
according to her 
foster Mom, will 
make someone a 
“very nice fam-
ily companion.”

 Three Collies from the same fami-
ly were scheduled to be in the parade, but 
only 6-year-old “Chevy Chase” and 3-
year-old “Teddy” could make it. Both 
guys had been relinquished originally by 
their owners, and had subsequently been 
adopted by “MRSCOLLIEMOM.” Even 
though neither one had suffered any spe-

cial illnesses or injuries, they had 
accomplished a lot by being able to 

share a household with 2 other Collies, 2 
human brothers, and a lot of toys, beds, and 
bowls. 

“Banks”, the 
Dalmatian, was 
also in the pa-
rade. His ac-
complishments 
since being res-
cued from a life 
in a backyard 
with nothing 
but a crate to 
call home in-
clude overcom-
ing the fear of 
being inside a 
house, and learning to snuggle and share 
with two Pomeranians, three teenagers, a 
doting Mom, and a Dad who jogs. 

“Thule” a 4-year-old Chesapeake Bay Re-
triever, wowed the crowd with her ability to 

concentrate 
over a stand-
ing ovation 
and deliver 
the news-
paper to her 
Mom. Thule 
came into res-
cue when she 
was 5 months 
old and was 
adopted at 
9 months 
old because 
her photo 
was on the 
ABRN web-
site. Aside 
from her title 
as “Offi cial 

Newspaper Fetcher”, she is also the Cham-
pion hot dog eater at Chessie Fun Day, an 
intrepid hiker of Colorado’s fourteeners, 
and an energetic swimmer at Chatfi eld Res-
ervoir.

Safe Harbor Lab Rescue was well repre-
sented with three Labrador Retrievers in 
this year’s parade.  There was “Morgan”, a 
2-year-old female Black Lab who was sur-

rendered by her owner because she was 
too sick for them to care for anymore. 
She had a temperature of 105 degrees 
and spent several days in intensive care. 
Even though she recovered, she is blind 

in one eye 
from the trau-
ma. “Samson” 
a 6-year-old 
Chocolate Lab, 
had been found 
wandering the 
streets but was 
rescued by 
Safe Harbor 
Lab Rescue 
and placed in 
a home where 
his family stat-
ed, “He found 

a family who can’t imagine a better 
trained or loving dog.” Kateri Nelson 
of Safe Harbor Lab Rescue brought her 
Yellow Lab, “Spencer” who is 6 years 
old and was adopted only 6 months ago. 
Spencer had been taken away from his 
previous family by the courts, and he 
had to stay in a shelter for 4 months un-
til the decision was made to take him 
permanently away from his owners. 
Since being adopted, he has had exten-
sive training and was registered with the 
Delta Society as a therapy dog for com-
plex environments, which is the highest 
rating a therapy dog can receive! 

There were also two lively Scotties from 
the same family in the parade,”Archie” 
and “Charles.” Sally Gilman of Rocky 
Mountain Scottish Terrier Club Rescue, 
says, “Archie and Charles are the best 
of friends!” These boys also love their 
cat, Stella, as well as all the other things 
you’d expect Scottish Terriers to love, 
such as squeaky toys, chasing unwanted 
interlopers away from home, barking 
at planes, and running around on their 
outdoor deck. “Ginger”, the Kerry Blue 
Terrier, had come into rescue with se-
vere aggression issues coupled with a 
skin condition. Due to wise placement of 
Ginger into a home where they recognize 
the qualities that make her an excellent 
family member, she too has the wonder-
ful terrier lifestyle: “chasing squirrels, 
b a r k -

Collies, Teddy and Chevy Chase

Irish Wolfhound, Grady
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Dalmatian Rescue of Colorado is 
swimming in Dalmatians. Big, small, 
mixes, and purebreds, they always have 
more dogs in need of rescue than they 
can possibly help, but they are keeping 
their heads above water.  Beth White 
stays busy helping with rescue efforts 
wherever they may occur. She has of-
fi cially been involved in rescue 
since 1989, but as she explains, 
“I was the kid that you see in sto-
ries, always dragging something 
home. Dogs, cats, etc. always 
found me.” In the late eighties, 
Beth says that she started notic-
ing more and more Dalmatians 
showing up in Denver area shel-
ters. Soon after, the Disney mov-
ie “101 Dalmatians” came out, 
and the results were calamitous 
for the Dalmatian rescue world. 
Beginning in 1989, the Dalma-
tian rescue effort in Colorado 
was based in the Greater Denver 
Dalmatian Club, but in 1996, 
Beth decided that the rescue ef-
fort needed to be more focused, 
so her rescue was incorporated 
as a nonprofi t and has saved over 
2200 dogs since then.

Dalmatians were originally bred 
for…well, that’s a topic for debate. Au-
thoritative writers place the breed fi rst 
in Dalmatia, a province of Austria on 
the Eastern shore of the coast of Venice. 
Although we are used to seeing them in 
the fi rehouse, Dals have been employed 
in hunting, herding, circuses, and most 
commonly as coach dogs. Dalmatians 
range in height from 19 to 24 inches at 
the shoulders and usually weigh from 35 
to 70 pounds. The Dalmatian is an intel-
ligent, athletic dog requiring training and 
vigorous daily exercise. An adequately 
fenced yard is a must, with 4 feet be-

ing the recommended minimum. As the 
Dalmatian is a very intelligent breed, yet 
independent, training can be a challenge 
unless you understand their nature. The 
average Dalmatian has a tendency to dig 
or chew until maturation. 

Some Dalmatians are born deaf, and it is 
not always obvious. It is recommended 
that hearing be determined by a veteri-
narian or competent breeder. Deaf Dal-
matians learn sign language easily.

Because the Dal is such an intelligent and 
athletic breed, Beth spends a lot of her 
time trying to fi nd appropriate homes for 
them. Last year Beth retired from her job 
at CSU, saying, “I have more time to do 
rescue, and yet now I have less time for 
life!” But, as Beth admits, her wonderful 
success and high numbers keep her moti-
vated. “If the rescue wasn’t able to save 
as many as we do, then I would probably 
quit.”

DRC charges a $150 adoption fee, not 
nearly enough to cover their medical 

costs. Luckily for DRC, they 
receive regular donations 
and have also come up with 
a creative fundraiser called 
the Black and White Ball. In 

addition, the group raises money through 
Agility Fun Days and a Christmas news-
letter. Funds come from all over: “We get 
sponsor money from corporations, and 
even Paul Newman sent us $1,000 to help 
the cause. We’ve also had drawings for do-
nated trips to a Mexican resort, to South 
Dakota for luxury cabins near the Black 
Hills, and a time share in Lake Tahoe.” 

As for the dogs in Beth’s program, “Most 
are strays from shelters, and from surround-

ing states as well, not just in Colo-
rado, unfortunately. I’ve developed a 
pretty extensive network throughout 
the country which has enabled me to 
transport and save dogs all over the 
country. The Internet has increased 
communication about dogs in need 
and connected us with people who 
will help.” Dalmatian Rescue has 
a policy of generally only taking in 
shelter dogs, but will take owner sur-
renders if space allows. 

Currently, DRC has approximately 
27 dogs in its care right now, with 
about 6 adopters waiting to have a 
dog matched to their lifestyle. Some-
times this process can take awhile. 
Adopters submit an application on 
the rescue’s website and then re-
ceive a phone call from the rescue 
to fi nd out if they are educated about 
the breed and wanting a Dal for the 
right reasons. Says Beth, “We are 

very selective about who gets a Dalmatian 
because they are not right for everyone.” 
DRC’s fosters are the lynch-pin of the 
organization. Once an applicant has been 
interviewed, the application is sent to the 
dog’s foster, who then gets to decide if the 
dog is a good fi t for the applicant. If so, 
a home visit is arranged and then the dog 
is brought out to meet the new family and 
make sure they are a match. 

Every now and then, Beth and her crew hit 
a bump in the road. “Diffi culties come with 
burnout

Fallon, Rescued in the Fall of 2006
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ing at the neighborhood riffraff and de-
stroying stuffed animals.”

The largest parade participant and one of 
the mellowest was “Grady” the 6-year-
old Irish Wolfhound who was placed by 
Irish Wolfhound Rescue in the home of 
Corinne and Paul Ryan. Even though 
Grady was said to have had many surger-
ies due to his poor conformation, his fam-
ily has kept him quite active and he was 
in great condition as he trotted calmly 
around the ring. 

The three smallest participants were 
“Sammy”, the 1-year-old Pug who was 
also in great condition, having slimmed 
down from his original 30 pounds when 
his family adopted him out of a window 
promoting Colorado Pug Rescue, to a 
mere 19 pounds. According to his Mom,” 
He is now turning heads of Pugs all over 
town.” Another participant turning heads 

was “Whitney”, the 2-year-old petite 
Brussels Griffon who had made her TV 
debut the night before on Channel 7, and 
who wore a black and white polka dot 
dress that matched the colors her owner, 
Board Member Diane 
Lesher, wore. Whitney 
came from a shelter 
in Northern Colorado, 
and she now lives with 
a Dalmatian and a Bos-
ton Terrier. “Prince” 
aka “Pepper”, a 6-year-
old Maltese, was the 
smallest participant. 
Because of his won-
derful temperament, 
Prince was adopted on 
the spot by his foster 
mom after being relin-
quished by his owner. 
He is great with his 
groomer, who has to 
groom him A LOT, and 
he was very friendly 

to all the parade par-
ticipants. “Levi”, the 
bear coat Shar-Pei, is also very friendly. 
He was adopted as a stray by Steven, Re-
nee, and their son Joshua, who all love 
him very much. Levi showed the crowd 
how he shakes hands and how well he 
heels on a leash.

Last but not least, “Suki”, the 3 ½-year-
old Samoyed, went around the ring as 
her biography, by far the longest one, 
was read aloud to the audience. “The 
Three Gifts of Suki”, detailing her res-
cue from a shelter in Kansas where she 
had fl eas, to her vet’s offi ce in Denver, 
where she was diagnosed with heart-
worm, to her giving birth to 8 puppies,  

is a tale uniquely her own. Unfortu-
nately, it is a familiar one to All Breed 
Rescue Network. 

Every year at The ABRN Rescue Parade 
we have the 
opportunity to 
hear about the 
courage of all 
the wonderful 
dogs that have 
overcome un-
speakable ne-
glect and hard-
ships and have 
made it to the 
parade that 
day. We also 
have the honor 
of showcas-
ing the dedi-
cation of but 
a few of the 
rescue groups 
that form All 
Breed Rescue 
Network and 

all the loving people who make these 
dogs permanent members of their fami-
lies.

We would like to thank everyone who 
participated in this year’s ABRN Res-
cue Parade, with special thanks again 
to Karen Brown for the chocolate roses 
and doggie treats. A big thank you to 
board member Sandy Moore for all 
her coordination and hard work to put 
the parade together. Thanks to all who 
helped line up the participants and who 
helped hand out parade programs. We 
could not have done it without your 
help.

Samoyed, Suki
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and, of course, the loss of older dogs. 
We’ve been quite lucky to usually have 
healthy dogs, but we’ve taken in so many 
seniors that we’re bound to lose them. 
I’ve used up and burned out many good 
people and great foster homes due to the 
numbers and constant need.” 

So, with hundreds of dogs coming though 
the rescue every year and the occasional 
loss, how do Beth and her volunteers stay 
motivated? “Finding the right home for 
each dog is what keeps us all going,” Beth 
explains, “I’ve met wonderful people 
who volunteer, who adopt, and who do 
what they can to help solve the problems 
of homeless dogs. I’ve seen second and 
even third generation adopters because 

their dogs pass on and they return 
to get another. We’ve been in it 

that long! Dogs we’ve placed have noti-
fi ed owners of seizures in children, have 
saved homes from burglars, and have 
alerted owners of house fi res. One dar-
ling rescue girl immediately took a liking 
to a 103-year-old grandmother and knew 
how to avoid her walker. Another served 
a mentally handicapped adult. One poses 
in wedding pictures because she lives and 
works at a Bed & Breakfast where they 
host fancy weddings. Some are ranch 
dogs. They are all over the map, both 
purebred and mixes, and we’re so happy 
to save so many!”

Can Beth ever see a time when she’ll no 
longer do Dalmatian rescue? “Probably 
not,” she says. “I wish wholeheartedly 

that there would be an end to Dalmatian 
Rescue, but sadly, it seems to be wors-
ening. The dynamics have changed a 
great deal, however. In the 1990’s, very 
young Dalmatian pups were being ped-
dled outside of grocery stores, but now 
we now fi nd more and more seniors 
abandoned in their golden years.” Luck-
ily for Dal Rescue, the rescue has a very 
good rate of senior dog placement, and 
many fosters are willing to keep their 
senior dogs until the very end. Also, the 
rescue is taking in more Dalmatian mix-
es and fewer purebreds. “Other areas of 
the country still have lots of purebreds, 
but we don’t see as many in Colorado as 
we used to.”
